e The Pregl Research Centre significantly contributes to the competitiveness
of the Slovenian science.

e The newly built Pregl Research Centre building allows for the installation of
the most sensitive research equipment, mostly also acquired with the EU
funds.

chemical analysis, which is so far the most expensive single piece of
research equipment purchased at any time in Slovenia.
