My research group is using the techniques of drug discovery in order to help identify new, potent 

and selective auxinic herbicides for agriculture.  We are using structure-led techniques to describe 

the auxin-binding site of the receptor TIR1, improving modelling tools for docking molecules into 

deep binding pockets and we use biophysical assays to measure binding activity of purified 

proteins.  The lecture will give an overview of this research work and illustrate how this detailed 

molecular characterisation can make a difference in the field.
